

STOP THE CLOSURE OF SINFIN COMMUNITY SCHOOL 

STOP THE RE-INTRODUCTION OF SELECTION INTO DERBY SCHOOLS 

Derby City Council has now decided to close Sinfin Community School. The City Council plans to replace the school with an academy, The Derby Academy, run by Derby College. 

Under the Council’s plans, Sinfin will lose its community school. The Derby Academy will take pupils from the whole of South Derby and South Derbyshire and will operate selection, using banding to select its pupils. Derby College hopes that by using selection it can improve its exam results. Most of the children who wish to go to the school will have to take tests to determine their academic “band”.  
Who loses out if Sinfin Community School becomes an academy? 

· Sinfin primary school age children – they may not have a secondary school to go to if they do not fit into an academic “band” 

· The Sinfin Community, which loses its secondary school, the heart of the community from 1976 to the present day  

· The workforce, which is transferred to an independent school and loses national pay and conditions 
· The taxpayers, who have paid £20 million for a new school building, only to see it handed over to become the Derby Academy
How can we stop this injustice? 

· Attend the Public Meeting on Monday 17th November at Sinfin Community School at 7pm to oppose the proposals 

· Return the consultation document stating your opposition to the proposals.
